1. CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL
Chairperson Amanda James called Public Arts Advisory Commission regular meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. on April 23, 2018 in the City Council Chambers.  Present:  Suzanne Cantrell, Matthew Gaul, Gina Gazzo,  Regina Glawe, Amanda James and Nora Schatzberg.  Absent:  Sarah Schroeder.

2. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
CANTRELL/GAUL moved to approve the agenda.  Ayes:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MARCH 26, 2018 REGULAR MEETING
GLAWE/SCHATZBERG moved to approve the minutes of the March 26, 2018 regular meeting. Ayes:  Unanimous.  Motion carried.

4. TIME TO ADDRESS THE COMMISSION (5 MINUTE LIMIT)

5. BUSINESS ITEMS
a. Staff has met with the Greater Des Moines Public Art Foundation (GDMPAF) to discuss the public art project the Commission and Council have prioritized. The GDMPAF has provided a proposal and is interested in assisting the City of Pleasant Hill’s newly formed Public Arts Advisory Commission. By providing expertise, the Public Art Foundation would secure a permanent work of public art for the Pleasant Hill community. Specifically, the site identified at the newly constructed roundabout at NE 70th Street, between University Avenue and Rising Sun Drive. 

The GDMPAF has proposed a draft contract in the amount of $7,500. The complete scope of services is still under development to best suit the needs of the community. Attached for review is a draft scope to outline the types of services the Public Art Foundation would be able to assist with in the art selection process.  The process will take approximately eight to nine months, which will involve a call for artists, a blind selection will be utilized first and a committee comprised of the Public Arts Commission and GDMPAF board members will review submissions.  Two finalists will be selected and both will be brought to visit Pleasant Hill to gather information before submitting their proposal for an art piece. The contract is still in draft form and will require review by the city attorney.  Staff is asking for a recommendation from this commission to take the proposal forward to City Council for approval.

Discussion followed with concerns expressed regarding if funding for the contract is coming from the $50,000 budgeted for the art piece.  The funds to be used are funds that are available this fiscal year outside of the art piece budget.  The question was raised if we are paying for a middle man for the process. Working with the Foundation is adding a layer of professionalism and is professional guidance in the selection of art pieces. The Foundation is involved in procuring art pieces throughout the metro area and has been instrumental in many pieces being placed in the metro.  Their mission statement, vision, and much more information is available on their website, https://dsmpublicartfoundation.org. Bravo encourages cities to work with the Foundation to help obtain grants that are available. Several commissioners expressed that this is a great opportunity to work a professional foundation and not have to work through the process on our own. The Public Arts Advisory Commission will continue to have a say regarding what artist and piece of art to be picked.

GLAWE/GAUL moved to vote to move forward with the contract.  Ayes: Unanimous. Motion carried.

6. DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Community Director Sturms will move forward working on the contract to take to the next City Council meeting.

Bravo is promoting art by Every Day Every Where Art. This is a spontaneous display of an art piece throughout the metro.  Pleasant Hill is also involved, Facebook posts will show what art and where it is displayed.

Commissioner Glawe and Mayor Kurovski met with Jeff Fleming, Director, Des Moines Art Center, recently regarding the Inside\Out Program.  The program requires museum backing. They discussed a possible corridor partnership with Pleasant Hill, Altoona and Bondurant.  He seemed very interested in the program and will be getting in touch with the Mayor and Commissioner Glawe.

Chairperson James reported she attended a Des Moines Art Center presentation where Mary Mattingly discussed interactive art and helping to bring art to spaces encouraging social change and get people to think differently.  It was interesting to hear different perspective on art.  Ms. Mattingly is the artist that designed the wading bridge located at Copper Creek Lake.

Commissioner Schatzberg discussed the Evelyn Davis Center Gala to be held in June.  This year is a Mardi Gras theme with a live auction.  She will forward the information to commissioners.

The next meeting is May 21, 2018, the third Monday since the fourth Monday is Memorial Day.
